	Writing Outcomes
	To share List poem about a perfect pet

	Writing Outcomes
	Instructions – How to help Rocky the penguin fly  Read the story Flight School to the point where they have tried lots of different ideas to help the penguin fly. Discuss which ones are the best and then look at the list the teacher has generated.  Teach commas in  a list. Discuss how they could create instructions to give to Danny so he could help Rocky to fly.
	An exciting narrative based on what happened when Danny tried to help Rocky to fly.
Read the book Flight School again and recap on all the different ways to help Rocky to fly. Use props and a story map to capture the children’s story ideas about how they could write their own version but it would be about Danny and Rocky rather than this penguin. Use the same type of structure:
· Rocky wants to fly but he can’t.
· Danny tries different ways eg. a catapult, use a trampoline,  Danny solves the problem by taking Rocky up in a fast jet (or the children create their own perfect ending) 

During the journey visit the prefix un to explore how Rocky felt. 
· 
	Create a simple fact file about the life and adventures of Amelia Earhart 
Watch The British Airways advert to help pupils see how the aeroplanes have evolved over the last 100 years.
Watch clips about Amelia Earhart and discuss what they know about her. Predict what information the book Little People Big Dreams about Amelia Earhart might have in it. Create a simple timeline and then read the book. Can they add other important facts about her to it?
Create a list of questions about her life and model how to answer them in appropriate sentences (see WAGOLL for ideas) 

During the learning journey pupils can focus on singular and plural rules with words that they can use within their information text.
	Listen to songs about flying and talk about what it would be like to be able to fly.
Read them the poem Learning to fly and act out the different verbs 
Model how to use these to create their own poem
	Diary of a bean Plant the bean. Watch the bean every day and make drawings/take photos.
Create a simple diary of growth. 
	Recite the pages from the book to follow the ‘instructions’ for planting the tiny seed.
Read lots of seed/plant poems 
Work as a class to make a simple list poem about 5 little seeds eg. 
5 little seeds pushing to the sky …
1 little seed waiting in the sun
	Read the original story and acti it out. Create a simple story map of the original story
