Key Vocabulary  

Holy Week 
The last week of Lent is known as Holy Week. It is when Christians remember the last week of Jesus' life and is the 
most important time in the Christian year.  

Palm Sunday 
Palm Sunday recalls an event in the Christian Scripture of Jesus entering into Jerusalem and being greeted by the peo-
ple waving palm branches.  

The Last Supper 
The Last Supper is the final meal that, in the Gospel accounts, Jesus shared with his apostles in Jerusalem before his 
crucifixion.  

Crucifixion Death by being nailed or tied to a cross. 

Resurrection The resurrection of Jesus is the Christian belief that God raised Jesus on the third day after his crucifixion.
