MAPAS 

We would like to inform you that MAPAS (Music and Performing Arts Salford) have announced that they are introducing a new subsidy scholarship scheme for students who would like to learn an orchestral instrument on their Endangered Instrument Program. Any pupil who would like to have lessons on one of these instruments will automatically receive a 50% reduction in the lesson price of a 1-2-1 20-minute lesson for 2 years, meaning a weekly lesson will cost just £5.75 per week and is open to children aged 8-14. Tuition will take place at MAPAS Music Centre in Swinton. Pupils will have the opportunity to loan an instrument free of charge whilst having lessons through MAPAS.
