At Mossfield,  we are proud to be an inclusive school.  We welcome all children and are committed to supporting every children to achieve their best.  This Local Offer explains the support available for children with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities, in line with Salford City Council’s Education Policy and the SEND Code of practice.


	Teaching and Learning

	1. How do we support children in class?

	Our TAs (teaching assistants) are trained to deliver interventions and provide targeted support to enhance learning.
ELKLAN trained staff support children with speech, language and communication needs (SLNC).
Teachers adapt learning materials and approaches to ensure all children can access the curriculum at the right level.
1:1 and support group interventions are delivered, which focus on reading, writing, spelling and numeracy are in line with the pupils’ assessed needs.
Specialist programmes are provided for children with needs such as Autism, ADHD, or language difficulties, sometimes with the input from outside professionals.
Where needed, we work with external agencies such as the Educational Psychologist, Speech and Language Therapy, Occupational Therapy, Primary Inclusion Team and the School Nurse.
Children with complex needs can access structured teaching and support in our Internal Resource Provision (IRP) – The Rainbow Room, with additional staff and tailored programmes to meet their needs
Children with Sensory needs now have access to our Sensory Room
Parents are always consulted before outside help is involved.


	2. What provision do you offer to facilitate access to the curriculum and to develop independent learning? 
	Our teachers plan inclusive lessons that all pupils can access. Where additional support is required, we:
Involve the SENDCo to provide guidance and adaptations.
Work closely with external professionals including Educational Psychologists, Speech and Language Therapists, Occupational Therapists, Learning Support Services, and the School Nurse.
Develop Individual Education Plans (IEPs) and personalised targets following the Salford Graduated Response.
Provide structured intervention programmes, such as, precision teaching and Dyslexikit.
Encourage children to develop strategies for independent learning, supported by visual timetables, prompts, and scaffolds.
Children accessing our Rainbow Room receive scaffolded learning, supported practice, and opportunities to generalise skills into mainstream classrooms to develop independence.
Always seek parental consent before involving outside agencies.


	3. Staff specialisms/expertise around SEN or disability

	Our school has a very experienced SENDCo who is approachable and willing to support all children’s needs in a positive manner.

All our staff are trained in a variety of ways and approaches which means we are able to adapt to a range of special needs. They are trained to deliver different intervention Programmes. These include but are not limited to:
 
· Read, Write Inc, Precision Teaching , Dyslexikit
· Mathematics Programmes such as White Rose Adaptations
· Attention Autism
· TacPac
· Attachment Play
· All staff trained in Team Teach (positive behaviour)
· 
Nurture is provided by our trained Behavioural Lead to work with children with SEMH needs in our Sunshine Room.
Experienced TAs and teachers are trained in delivering specialist interventions for complex needs in The Rainbow Room.

	4. What ongoing support and development is in place for staff regards supporting children and young people with SEN?

	· Staff development is linked to appraisals and performance management.
· Ongoing CPD on key areas including Attachment, Autism, ADHD, Speech & Language, and SEMH.
· Regular SEND training led by the SENDCo and external professionals.
· Daily access to SENDCo support for guidance and problem-solving.

	5. What arrangements are made for reasonable adjustments in the curriculum and support to the pupil during exams?

	· Teachers adapt lesson planning and teaching approaches to meet individual pupil needs, including differentiated tasks, visual aids, and alternative recording methods.
· Teaching Assistants or specialist staff (e.g., ELKLAN trained TAs) can provide targeted support during lessons and assessments to ensure understanding and engagement.
· Pupils with additional needs may receive reasonable adjustments, when being assessed, in line with guidelines, such as extra time, rest breaks, scribe or reader support, modified papers, or the use of technology
· Pupils may have access to assessment practice in familiar settings, pre-assessment support sessions, and opportunities to use calming strategies to reduce anxiety.
· Staff monitor pupil progress and adjust support as required. The SENCO liaises with teachers, parents, and external professionals to ensure arrangements remain appropriate.

	6. How do you share educational progress and outcomes with parents? 

	Our school aims to work closely with all parents and we communicate with parents in a variety of ways:
· Parents Evenings twice a year
· School reports – once a year
· Additional meetings with parents if requested or required
· Review of Educational Health Care Plans once a year or more often if necessary
· Review of Graduated Response three times a year, copies sent out by post if parents do not come to appointments to discuss these
· All reports from outside agencies shared with parents/carers.
· Open door policy to SENDCo if needed
· Home school books when needed
· Certificates and rewards system


	7. What external teaching and learning do you offer?

	· We offer a variety of clubs four evenings each week, including sports and enrichment activities, all aligned with our School Improvement Plan. 
· Clubs are available to all year groups, with sessions scheduled at different times to ensure every pupil has the opportunity to participate.


	8. What arrangements are in place to ensure that support is maintained in "offsite provision"?
	· We ensure that all pupils receive the support they need during offsite activities, including class trips, sports events, residential visits, and learning-enhancement trips. Designated members, in line with legal ratio of staff to adults, of staff accompanies pupils to provide continuity and reassurance.
· Where children have been educated off site a designated adult has accompanied them to their offsite setting.
· Weekly visits have been managed to maintain positive links between both learning environments.
· Close liaisons with staff from Mossfield and Offsite setting.
· During weekly swimming sessions, a specially trained member of staff gets into the pool with the children. 

	Annual Reviews

	1. What arrangements are in place for review meetings for children with Statements or Education, Health and Care (EHC) Plans?

	We follow Salford LA and Government statutory guidance when holding EHCP reviews. This means:
· Inviting all professionals involved with the child
· Gathering and sharing reports from all relevant parties in advance
· Holding meetings at convenient times and accessible locations for parents
· Ensuring pupil and parent voice is central to the process
· Providing translators/interpreters where required
· Consulting with school staff before the review
· Signposting parents to Salford Information and Advice Support Service (SIASS) for independent advice
· Producing a clear written report and action plan following the meeting

	2. What arrangements are in place for children with other SEN support needs
	We regularly review provision for all children with SEND. This includes:
· Half-termly progress reviews for all pupils
· Ongoing monitoring of interventions for impact
· Reviewing and updating the SEND Register
· Termly reviews of IEPs with parents and pupils
· Close collaboration between the SENDCo, class teachers, and TAs
· Involvement of the Educational Psychologist or other specialists when necessary

	Keeping Children Safe

	1. What handover arrangements will be made at the start and end of the school day?  Do you have parking areas for pick up and drop offs?

	· EYFS: Parents bring children into class and collect them directly from the classroom door.
· KS1: Parents wait outside classrooms; teachers release children to known adults.
· KS2: Teachers accompany pupils to the playground and hand them over to parents/carers.
· Year 6: Pupils may walk home independently with written parental consent.
· Children will not be released to an unknown adult without prior parental permission.
· Start and end times can be individually adapted in consultation with the Headteacher and SENCO to best meet the needs of the child.
· Parking is limited; we ask parents not to park on school grounds. A designated disabled bay is available.

	2. What support is offered during breaks and lunchtimes? 

	· Teaching staff and TAs supervise playgrounds to ensure children are safe and supported.
· Members of the Senior Leadership Team (SLT) are available to support any social, emotional, or mental health (SEMH) needs that occur during break or lunchtime.
· A member of staff trained in administering first aid is always available.
· Pupils who feel upset, lonely, or anxious can access staff at any time and arrangement can be made for them to stay inside supervised.
· The Behaviour Lead supports children with social, emotional, or behavioural difficulties in the Sunshine Room, providing a safe space and structured activities.
· Older pupils act as playground buddies to support younger or more vulnerable children.
· Children in the Rainbow Room receive additional supervision and support, including 1:1 or small group guidance, to help them access play and social activities safely and confidently.
· Staff encourage cooperative play, turn-taking, and positive social interactions for all children.



	3. How do you ensure my son/daughter stays safe outside the classroom? 

	· Risk assessments for all offsite visits and PE activities
· Appropriate staff-to-pupil ratios for age and activity type
· Secure site with gated access and intercom-controlled entry during the school day

	4. What are the school arrangements for undertaking risk assessments?  
	· All in line with Salford LA

	1. What is the school’s policy on administering medication?
	· Our School has a policy on medication administration, ratified and agreed by governors

	2. How do you work with the family to draw up a care plan and ensure that all relevant staff are aware of the plan?

	· A meeting is held with the parent/carer, SENCO, school nurse, learning mentor and any other professional who is involved with the pupil.  
· The care plan is then shared with all staff in a briefing and monitored by the SENCO  every half term or sooner if needed.
· The Care Plan is kept online to be accessed by staff if needed,
· Parents are consulted should there be any adjustments made to the plan.  Equally, parents can come into school and meet with the SENCO if they feel the plan needs to be amended.

	3. What would the school do in the case of a medical emergency

	In the event of a medical emergency in school, staff would:
· Call 999 immediately if the situation requires emergency services.
· Contact the child’s parent or carer to inform them of the situation. If necessary, arrangements will be made to collect the child or transport them safely.
· Ensure a qualified first aider is present to support the child.
· If the parent/carer is not available, a first aider or staff member will accompany the child to the hospital and remain with them until a parent or carer arrives.
· If there is a language barrier, a member of staff will stay with the child and explain the situation to medical staff, using a translator if possible.
· All staff are trained to follow individual care plans for pupils with specific medical needs (e.g., diabetes, epilepsy, allergies, stoma care).

	4. How do you ensure that staff are trained/qualified to deal with a child’s particular needs?

	· All staff are trained every 18 months on Safeguarding/Child protection
· Relevant staff undertake external courses provided by the LA and private companies
· 2 members of staff attend a 2 day first aid course every 2 years
· All other members of staff attend a full day first aid course every 3 years.
· All staff are trained on how to administer an EpiPen.
· Relevant staff are trained on how to use a defibrillator 
· Relevant staff have been trained on caring for a Stoma and managing a stoma pouch.
· Staff undertake medical training when need to meet the needs of the child, for example, if a child is diabetic.
· All staff undertake asthma training once every 2 years.
· We have designated members of staff who are trained on FAF completion and other relevant documents, i.e. EWO referrals, etc.
· To meet the needs of particular children, the school works closely with a range of outside professionals who provide training for specific learning needs such as ASD, ADHD, etc.


	5. Which health or therapy services can children access on school premises?

	Children can access all health services on the school premises when needed, including:
Speech and Language Therapy 
School Nurse
Occupational Therapy
Hearing impairment nurse
Visual Impairment team
Stoma Nurse
Asthma Team
Paediatrician
Where a health professional requests to visit a child in school this can be arranged.


	Communication with Parents

	1. How do you ensure that parents know “who’s who” and who they can contact if they have concerns about their child/young person?

	Our school aims to work closely with all parents and we communicate with parents in a variety of ways: 
· Annual letter informing staff for following year
· Parent drop ins 
· School newsletter
· School Website / Blog
· EYFS welcome meetings 
· Open door policy
· Workshop evening
· Tour of the school for parents of children new to the school
· Class teacher informs parents about the SENCO– 
· Children & Family officer available
· SENCO informs parents that she is available to talk to them as soon as possible or by appointment 
· School prospectus 
· Staff photo board in school entrance
· Class DOJO communication

	2. Do parents have to make an appointment to meet with staff or do you have an Open Door policy?
	Close communication is welcome with parents:-
· Parents may speak briefly to teachers at drop-off or collection. For longer discussions, appointments can be made. 
· Parents may contact teachers daily via the DOJO platform.  Staff endeavor to reply a quickly as possible.
· The SENDCo is available daily and by appointment.


	3. How do you keep parents updated with their child/young person’s progress?
4. Do you offer Open Days?

	We update parents about their child’s progress in a number of ways
· Parents evenings
· School reports
· DOJO platform
· Telephone calls
· Letters home
· Informal chats before and after school
· Parents can make an appointment 
· Workshop evenings
· IEPs sent by post if not collected from SENDCo


	5. How can parents give feedback to the school
	Parents can feedback in a number of ways
· Parental meetings
· Telephone calls
· Governor meetings 
· questionnaires
· Arrange to see staff at a mutually convenient time.


	Working Together

	1. Do you have home/school contracts?

	Our school has home/school contracts which our parents are asked to sign when their child starts school. This contract goes with them throughout the duration of their time at Mossfield. The contract encourages parents to complete homework with their child, ensure their child is in school on time and ensure their child has good attendance.


	2. What opportunities do you offer for pupils to have their say? 

	Our School offers a range of opportunities for pupils to have their say. These include:
· School Council
· Suggestion box
· Pupil Voice questionnaires 
· Staff listen to children on an informal basis
· Children speak to a member staff that they feel comfortable with.



	3. What opportunities are there for parents to have their say about their son/daughter’s education?

	· Attending workshops and coffee mornings
· Supporting class activities and trips
· Attending parental meetings
· Becoming a school governor
· Responding to parental questionnaires.
· Informal discussions with staff

	4. What opportunities are there for parents to get involved in the school or become school governors?

	· Parents are invited to be governors via letters, newsletters or the school website.

	5. How does the Governing Body involve other agencies in meeting the needs of pupils with SEN and supporting their families? 
	· Our school has a named Governor linked to SEN. 
· Governors regularly visit the school and spend time in classrooms
· Our SEN governor visits school regularly, monitors provision and supports SENCo in her role.




	What Help and Support is available for the Family?

	1. Do you offer help with completing forms and paperwork?  If yes, who normally provides this help and how would parents access this?

	· Support with forms and paperwork (EHCPs, referrals, Early Help) is available from our SENDCo, and Family Support Worker. 




	2. What information, advice and guidance can parents access through the school?   Who normally provides this help and how would they access this?

	· We work with SIASS and Together Trust to support parents with advice, mediation, and tribunals.
· Translation services are provided where needed.
· Our Family Support worker can help with practical issues such as routines, housing, and social care.


	3. How does the school help parents with travel plans to get their son/daughter to and from school?





	Support with travel arrangements is considered on an individual basis. Parents are encouraged to contact the school if they have any concerns or difficulties regarding getting their child to and from school. The school will work with families to explore safe and practical solutions, which may include:

· Advice on walking routes or safe travel paths
· Assistance with identifying suitable public transport options
· Liaison with local authorities or transport services for children with additional needs
· Individualised support plans for pupils with SEND where travel assistance is required

Each child’s circumstances are reviewed individually to ensure they can travel to and from school safely and confidently

	Transition from Primary School and School Leavers

	1. What support does the school offer for year 6 pupils leaving the school?  

	Mossfield Primary School follows Salford Local Authority guidance to ensure smooth transitions for Year 6 pupils moving to secondary school. Support includes:
· Close links with local secondary schools, including visits by the Year 7 coordinator to speak with pupils.
· Planned visits for all Year 6 pupils to their new secondary school during the final term.
· Year 5 pupils are invited to visit secondary schools prior to making applications.

· Pupils with SEND or additional vulnerabilities may be placed in a nurture group or receive extra visits with their parents to familiarise themselves with the new environment.
· Where appropriate, children are paired with buddies or placed in the same form group to support social and emotional adjustment.
· The SENDCo and staff work with secondary colleagues to share EHCPs, IEPs, and other relevant information to ensure continuity of support.
· Transition plans are individualised, with additional support provided for pupils with SEMH, complex learning needs, or other vulnerabilities, in line with Salford Local Authority policy.

	Extra-Curricular Activities

	1. Do you offer school holiday and/or before and after school provision?  If yes, please give details.

	Yes, Mossfield Primary School offers before school, after school, and school holiday provision through Kids Kapers.
· Before School Club: Runs daily in the small school hall in the KS1  building, providing a safe and structured environment for children before the school day begins.
· After School Club: Operates daily, offering activities and supervision until the end of the evening.
· Holiday Club: Runs during school holidays, providing fun, safe, and engaging activities for pupils. Meals are provided, including breakfast and an evening meal/dinner during holiday sessions.
Kids Kapers is staffed by experienced and trained staff who cater specifically for Mossfield pupils, ensuring consistency and familiarity.

	2. What lunchtime or after school activities do you offer?  Do parents have to pay for these and if so, how much?

	Mossfield Primary School offers a range of after school clubs four nights a week, on a rota basis, ensuring that all children have the opportunity to participate in different activities.
Lunchtime activities are also available, particularly for children with SEMH needs, to provide structured and supportive play or learning opportunities.
All clubs and lunchtime activities are free of charge.
Clubs are advertised through newsletters and on the school website.
Parents are asked to sign their child up for clubs using the Parent App.
We actively encourage all pupils to participate to enrich their learning, develop new skills, and foster social interactions.

	3. How do you make sure clubs, activities and residential trips are inclusive?

	· Risk assessments are carried out for all activities and trips to ensure safety for every child.
· Parents are consulted in advance to discuss any specific needs or requirements.
· 1:1 or small group support is provided for pupils who need additional help to access the activity fully.
· Invitations to quieter or more vulnerable children are made personally to encourage participation.
· Experienced, teaching assistants and qualified teachers accompany all trips to provide guidance, support, and ensure inclusion.
· Adjustments and support plans are made on an individual basis, so children with SEND or additional needs can participate safely and confidently.

	4. How do you help children and young people to make friends?
	· Mossfield Primary School uses a buddy system at break and lunchtime, where older pupils support younger or more vulnerable children.
· Teachers and Teaching Assistants actively encourage cooperative play, turn-taking, and positive social interactions during structured and unstructured times.
· Children with social or emotional needs, including those in the Rainbow Room, receive additional guidance and support to develop friendships and social skills.
· Opportunities to work in small groups, pairs, and mixed activities are provided throughout the school day to help pupils build confidence and develop meaningful friendships.
· Staff model and reinforce positive social behaviour and provide support if conflicts arise, helping children resolve disagreements constructively.
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
