	Biography of Anne Frank 
	A diary in role as Anne Frank capturing the diverse events in her life and showing her emotional response to them.
Use a cohesive device to underpin the structure and the creation of a  timeline (eg the extract from the film when they find the German pilot)  to help gather information about the events and the character’s responses. 
	
	Atmospheric narrative that captures the tension of the meeting between the two characters 









	Balanced argument about whether or not they would want to live forever 
	A key point of the narrative that captures the atmosphere and characterization through dialogue 

	Text knowledge & GPS
	Use the appropriate chronological layout of an information text/biography – eg heading, subheadings, arrows, maps, quotes etc
Use present and past tense verbs to ensure reader follows the information. 
Use causal conjunctions as a cohesive devices. 
To use relative clauses within their writing to give the reader more detail about the subject. 
Identify and begin to use colons to organise information in the text.

	Text knowledge & GPS
	The opportunity to consolidate the end of KS 2 standards for writing. This includes writing for a purpose and audience with keen awareness of the different cohesive devices such as exploring the role of paragraphing, sentence level accuracy and word choice. Pupils must have lots of opportunity to proof-read their writing with precision and edit their work with a growing awareness of the reader. 
Ensure pupils have the opportunity to use greater depth features if appropriate. This would mean writing with an understanding of different registers and levels of formality 
appropriate to the text type, purpose and audience.
	
	

	
	
	To review the structure of a diary – use of general opening paragraph, chronological paragraphs and adverbials to give structure. 
To connect ideas and clauses with appropriate conjunctions that help capture the cause and effect of events in their life. 
To use different forms of  parenthesis within this personal writing. 
	To substitute commas for brackets and dashes when demarcating relative clauses as parenthesis using a relative pronoun
Identify and use semi-colons to mark the boundary between independent clauses if appropriate for the pupils
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
