Trips & Events
Nursery & Reception - Library Event

Year 3 – Martin Mere

Our Year 3 pupils had a great day at Martin Mere, where they took part in their ‘Generation Wild Programme’. All of the activities in Generation Wild have been designed to connect people with nature through five pathways: senses, emotion, compassion, meaning and beauty. The children really enjoyed their visit.
Year - 3 & 4 Escape the Stuffy Workshop

During the workshop, the children learnt a few fun beats, clapped rhythm games to warm up and learnt a song, which they sang along together. Everyone had a chance to get up to play on the keyboards, performing the song in groups of 8-10 while the rest of the class joined in vocally!

Year 4 & 5 – NewsWise
As part of their NewsWise project, the children learnt all about the skills needed to become a news writer and reporter. They explored how to write clear and engaging news reports before applying these skills to create and share their own exciting news stories and audio broadcasts. Throughout the programme, the children developed important writing, speaking, and communication skills, while building confidence in sharing information in a creative way. They also had the opportunity to record their audio broadcasts before presenting it. 
Year 5 – Blue Planet Trip
The trip to Blue Planet Aquarium linked to recent topics that Year 5 have been studying in class on extreme survival, animal habitats and adaptations. The children had the opportunity to explore the aquarium and enjoy the delights of all the marine life. They saw turtles, fish, seahorses and even sharks!
Year 5 – BMX Training Sessions
Over the last few weeks, Year 5 have been to four BMX Training sessions at Platt Field, and will have their final session after the half-term break. The children have learnt many new skills, and whilst there were initially quite a few non-riders, most of the children are now riding and all of them are gaining in confidence!
